Joi, 18 iunie 2026, Asociatia Nationald a Tinerilor Istorici din Moldova (ANTIM), cu sprijinul financiar al Fundatiei Leonardo, a organizat Ceremonia
de premiere a participantilor la Concursul Istoric, editia a V-a (2025-2026). Tema editiei din acest an: ,, Razboi si pace in manualele de istorie”, a inspirat
elevii de gimnaziu si liceu sa abordeze critic si creativ modul in care tema razboiului si a pacii este reflectatd in manualele de istorie din Republica
Moldova.

Festivitatea a avut o semnificatie aparte, intrucat s-a desfasurat de Ziua Istoricului, oferind un cadru simbolic pentru recunoasterea eforturilor elevilor ca
tineri cercetatori si pentru consolidarea rolului educatiei istorice in societate si in mediul educational din tara. Evenimentul a reunit elevi, profesori,
cercetatori si parteneri educationali, marcand consolidarea unei comunitati dedicate promovarii culturii pacii si a valorilor civice prin intermediul istoriei.

Participantii la editia a V-a a S-au incadrat in doud categorii distincte: elevi de gimnaziu (clasa a 1X-a) si elevi de liceu (clasele a X-XII), incluzand si
tineri din colegii si scoli profesionale. Lucrarile prezentate au avut forma unor proiecte de cercetare individuale sau de grup, oferind participantilor
oportunitatea de a explora teme istorice relevante si de a-si dezvolta competentele de analiza si argumentare.

Produsele realizate au fost concepute pentru a stimula reflectia asupra valorilor umane fundamentale, precum: pacea, cooperarea, solidaritatea si pentru
a le oferi elevilor posibilitatea de a exprima un punct de vedere propriu, original si bine argumentat.

Elevii de gimnaziu au avut oportunitatea sa isi manifeste creativitatea si spiritul critic prin alegerea unuia dintre cele trei tipuri de proiecte propuse pentru
aceasta editie: poster tematic, podcast educational sau reportaj video de tip ,interviu imaginar”. Aceasta diversitate de formate a permis participantilor
sd Tmbine cercetarea istorica cu mijloace moderne de comunicare, adaptand mesajul la propriile abilitati si interese.

La aceasta categorie au participat 35 de elevi, coordonati de 15 profesori de istorie, care au prezentat in total 28 de proiecte, dintre care 9 proiecte
individuale si 19 proiecte de grup. Rezultatele au demonstrat implicarea activa a elevilor si capacitatea lor de a transforma istoria intr-un instrument de
analiza critica a manualelor de istorie si de reflectie asupra valorilor fundamentale, printr-o abordare originala si inovatoare.

Elevii de liceu au avut posibilitatea sa isi exprime creativitatea si spiritul analitic alegand unul dintre cele trei tipuri de proiecte propuse pentru aceasta
editie: jurnal-cronica, podcast-dezbatere sau documentar-video tematic. Aceste formate au permis participantilor sa abordeze tema istorica intr-0
maniera diversd, combindnd cercetarea riguroasd cu mijloace moderne de comunicare si exprimare artistica.



La aceasta categorie au participat 46 de elevi, ghidati de 15 profesori, care au realizat impreuna 27 de proiecte, dintre care 8 proiecte individuale si 19
proiecte de grup. Productiile au demonstrat capacitatea tinerilor de a valorifica surse istorice variate, de a dezvolta dezbateri argumentate si de a transmite
prin mijloace vizuale si audio un mesaj relevant pentru generatia lor, consolidand legatura dintre educatia istorica si implicarea civica.

HISTORY COMPETITION, FIFTH EDITION:
AWARDS AND RECOGNITION FOR TEACHERS AND STUDENTS PASSIONATE ABOUT HISTORY

On Thursday, June 18, 2026, the National Association of Young Historians of Moldova (ANTIM), with the financial support of the Leonardo Foundation,
organized the Award Ceremony for the participants of the History Contest, Fifth Edition (2025-2026). This year’s theme: War and Peace in History
Textbooks, inspired middle and high school students to critically and creatively explore how the topics of war and peace are reflected in the history
textbooks of the Republic of Moldova.

The ceremony held a special significance, as it took place on the Day of the Historian, providing a symbolic framework for recognizing the efforts of
students as young researchers and for strengthening the role of history education in society and within the national educational environment. The event
brought together students, teachers, researchers, and educational partners, marking the consolidation of a community dedicated to promoting a culture of
peace and civic values through the study of history.

The participants in the fifth edition were divided into two distinct categories: middle school students (9th grade) and high school students (10th-12th
grades), including young people from colleges and vocational schools. The submitted works took the form of individual or group research projects,
offering participants the opportunity to explore relevant historical themes and to develop their analytical and argumentative skills.

The projects were designed to encourage reflection on fundamental human values such as peace, cooperation, and solidarity, while also giving students
the chance to express their own viewpoints in an original and well-argued manner.

Middle school students had the opportunity to showcase their creativity and critical thinking by choosing one of the three types of projects proposed for
this edition: thematic poster, educational podcast, or video report in the form of an ‘imaginary interview.’ This diversity of formats allowed participants
to combine historical research with modern means of communication, tailoring the message to their own abilities and interests.

In this category, 35 students participated, coordinated by 15 history teachers, presenting a total of 28 projects: 9 individual and 19 group projects. The
results highlighted the active involvement of students and their ability to transform history into a tool for critical analysis of textbooks and for reflection
on fundamental values, approached in an original and innovative manner.

High school students had the opportunity to express their creativity and analytical skills by choosing one of the three types of projects proposed for this
edition: journal-chronicle, debate podcast, or thematic video documentary. These formats enabled participants to approach the historical theme in diverse
ways, combining rigorous research with modern means of communication and artistic expression.



In this category, 46 students participated, guided by 15 teachers, and together they produced 27 projects: 8 individual and 19 group projects. The works
demonstrated the young participants’ ability to make use of diverse historical sources, to develop well-argued debates, and to convey, through visual and
audio means, a message relevant to their generation, thereby strengthening the connection between history education and civic engagement.
